EDO works globally with local partners to
reforest areas in dire need of restoration as a
result of natural disturbances or historic
mismanagement. Our priority sites include
areas where communities are most at risk from
the impacts of climate change. We work
diligently to ensure our projects use best
available science practices to have high
survival rates.

Our Process

We work collaboratively with communities to
build resilience, support economic growth, and
to help ensure sustainability. To accompilish this
we incorporate traditional ecological
knowledge through our on the ground partners
and the communities we work with.

When planning a planting project we purchase
from local nurseries to incorporate noninvasive
tress that provide for the communities. This
includes fruit and nut trees as both a food
source and economic opportunity, plantings
that support fisheries, and trees that protect
local agriculture resources and prevent
flooding.
